“The practice of true and undefiled religion is the 
great foundation of public prosperity and national 
happiness.”

America’s seeming ignorance about her religious 
past is cause for lament. It means that even as 
we knowingly celebrate our Fourth of July as a 
day of political freedom some people ignorantly 
omit the religious roots of that freedom. 
The founders contended that America’s freedoms 
were rooted in virtue. And for the colonial  
Christian that virtue was defined by the Word of 
God and promulgated in the churches.  
Preserving American liberty depends first upon 
our understanding of the foundations on which 
this great country was built, and then it depends 
on preserving the principles on which it was 
founded. 
John Adams said, "The general principles on 
which the Fathers achieved independence were 
the general principles of Christianity.” Adams also 
noted: "This day will be the most memorable epic 
in the history of America. I am apt to believe that 
it will be celebrated by succeeding generations as 
the great anniversary festival." He felt the  
celebration should be in a manner that would 
commemorate the day as a "day of deliverance 
by solemn acts of devotion to God Almighty."
