disciples had to tell of their encounter with the Risen
Lord on the way was that they finally recognized Him in
the breaking of the bread, as we learn from Luke’s
version.

First Communion is always a special moment, not only
to celebrate with our children, but also to remember the
wondrous mystery that we celebrate at every Mass. The
children do us all a great service by helping us
appreciate this gift anew. Part of the beauty of that
mystery is that we are united to more than just the
members of the Church who we see around us in the
pews, but to the whole Body of Christ in heaven and on
earth. The angels and saints are present with us. The
pope, the bishops, priests, deacons, religious and lay
faithful of every diocese and every parish are present

with us. This traveling chalice and paten offer us a
tangible sign of this unity, especially within our
diocese. We will use them at both the First Communion
Mass and all weekend Masses.

Let us wonder at the mystery of being a part of
something so much bigger than ourselves. May we
approach the bread of life ready to ENCOUNTER the
Risen Christ, so that we may GROW in His grace and
truth and GO share the Good News with the world.
