Refrain from inappropriate physical contact, which is not acceptable and will not be
tolerated.
Refrain from harsh actions and words, which are not acceptable and will not be tolerated.

Minor incidents of breaking the code of conduct will be brought to the youth volunteer’s attention
and suggestions will be made on how to correct behavior. Continued violation will result in a noti-
fication of the parent. The parish staff and Totus Tuus team will seek parental support to resolve
issues and to encourage positive program participation. Youth Volunteers who remain disruptive
after consultation with the parents may be dismissed from camp.
